South Dakota State Parks
offer organized activities for
children as well as guided
hikes for all ages.

The Mighty Missouri River
and surrounding area serves
not only as a historical and
cultural centerpiece of the
region, but also as an
outdoor recreation
Mecca. Part of the
Wild and Scenic
River system, 98
miles of the Missouri
has been designated
as The Missouri
National Recreational
River, offering
canoeing,
kayak-

ing,

boating, fishing, hunting,
camping and more. The
Missouri River is also the
major North American
migratory waterfowl
flyway, making it a favorite
destination for bird lovers.
A Southeast South Dakota
Birding Trail map, available
at southeastsouthdakota.com,
provides information about
what birds to look for and
the best spots to find them.
Lewis & Clark Recreation
Area, west of Yankton, is a
complete, full service facility
and one of South Dakota’s
top attractions. In addition to
excellent private, state and
federal areas along the pictur-
esque bluffs and among the

wildlife-rich woodlands of the
Missouri River, many city
and county parks, recreation
and nature areas offer
additional treasures.

Step back in time and experi-
ence an Old West shoot-out
and dish up some great chuck-
wagon cooking at the Spirit of
the West Festival in Sioux
Falls. Fur Trader Days in
Geddes celebrates its heritage
with old-fashioned events
including an antique tractor
pull.
